Calculator section

1. A question about reading information from a bar chart and adding bars to complete it.

2. What is the mode? Try to fully understand the differences between the mean, median and mode.

3. You should recognise this as a two-way table. Start with the German column and Total row and then work from there. Some additional information has been given that also needs to be added to the table.

4. There are only two possibilities – the hearing aid is either faulty or it is not.

5. Drawing a Pie Chart. Look at example 3 on pages 24 and 25 to guide you.

6. A question about probability. What must the four probabilities add up to?

Non-calculator section

1. A question on pictograms. Part a) is just reading from the pictogram. Part b) requires you to complete the pictogram for Thursday and Friday using the key given to guide you.

2. Probability. How many A’s are there? How many edges does an octagon have? Remember to simplify your fraction if possible.

3. In part a) complete the table by adding the tally marks. Part b) requires bars to be drawn using the information from part a).

4. Look back at page 2 in the textbook for what they mean by a data collection sheet. How will you handle other colours?

5. A question on Stem & Leaf diagrams. You have been given space for an unordered Stem & leaf diagram above the designated area for your final answer. What must every Stem & Leaf diagram have?

6. There is only 1 mark available so do not make your answer too complicated.
