Practice Paper C

Calculator section

1. Reading from and adding information to a Pictogram. Use the key provided.

2. Part a) just requires an R and a B to be put in the correct position on the scale. In part b) you are dealing with two things, the bag from part a) and the box shown within part b). When two things are involved you are supposed to be finding the sample space. Pages 74 – 75 will remind you about what is involved.

3. Anthony can only be early, on time or late.

4. Whenever you are asked to find the mean from a table of values like this add the extra column and do f ( x. See pages 50 – 51 for an example. Our own notes in class were more straightforward.

5. A question on Stem & Leaf diagrams. In part b) you need to recall the formula for the Range. (see pages 53 – 54 for help). For part c) remember that the median is the middle value.

Non-calculator section

1. In part a) complete the table by adding the tally marks. Part b) requires bars to be drawn using the information from part a). Remember what the mode is for part c).

2. This is a Frequency Polygon. Don’t worry about that! Just read values from the graph.

3. This question is testing whether you understand the differences between mean, median and range. You need to revise this carefully and the formulae for each.

4. You should recognise this as a two-way table. Start with The Rebels column and the Male row and then work from there. Check that all the totals are correct, both vertically and horizontally.

5. Probability. What is the total number of toy cars?

6. Two things are asked for so there will be one mark each. In cases like this one thing will be to do with the question and the other to do with the response boxes.
